Patient Care Funds Voucher 
Bill Bradley of the Committee of Interns and Residents provided the committee with information on the Patient Care Fund and Patient Care Voucher.  The Patient Care Voucher can be found in New Innovations in System Wide Notices and on the GME Web page under Links.  The fund is a $25K grant from University Hospital as part of the CIR agreement between the UNM SOM and the CIR.  
NRMP Quota Change 
Programs were reminded of the NRMP deadline to change their match quota.  The deadline to increase or decrease the number of positions they are filling through the NRMP is 30 January 2009. 
Rank Order Dates 
NRMP rank order will be coordinated by the Office of GME.  The procedure will be the same as prior years.  Rank order days will be 12-13 February 2009.  Appointment times were distributed.  
Rotation Change Dates 2009-10

The list of rotation dates for interns and residents for 2009-10 were distributed.  Dolores Garcia of Family Medicine was thanked for coordinating the dates. 
Orientation Dates 

Orientation and education seminar dates were distributed to committee members. Intern Orientation will be 25 June 2009 through 29 June 2009.  Intern Orientation includes both weekend days.  The HO I to HO II Educational seminar for interns completing their first year of training will be 30 June 2009.  The Orientation for upper level residents and fellows who are new to the institution will be held on 1 July 2009.  Drafts of the agendas will be distributed once approved by the GMEC.  
Institutional Accreditation 

The institution received favorable accreditation for a period of two years in the ACGME letter dated 19 December 2008.  The letter contained nine citations.  A progress report on duty hours is required by 2 March 2009.  GMEC member attendance was a citation.  A member of the Resident Council is always expected to attend.  Faculty members and other members are requested to attend at least 10 of the 12 annual meetings.  If a faculty member is unable to attend, they should send the Assistant Program Director to represent them.  Other issues include service vs. education, institutional support for GME space, patient support services at UNMH and VAMC, and institutional support for food, parking, and security.  

Duty Hours, Duty Hours, Duty Hours - Duty Hour Monitoring

Coordinators were asked for assistance to ensure duty hours are monitored on a regular basis by the programs. The institution has reorganized the Institutional Duty Hour Task Force to make recommendation and strengthen the monitoring and compliance.  GME will monitor duty hours on a weekly basis rather than a monthly basis through New Innovations.  Residents and faculty members may be required to sign duty hour compliance contracts.  The institution will adopt a zero tolerance for duty hour violations.  If violations occur in a program the institution may reduce the work hour standards for that program.  The GMEC will review the recommendations of the Duty Hours Task Force and take action.  Program Director, Assistant Program Directors, or a faculty member from each department will be asked to attend a mandatory meeting on duty hours on 24 February at Noon.  Coordinators were asked to ensure their programs were represented. 

Resident/Fellow Placement Fair 
The second annual Resident Placement Fair will be held on 12 February 2009.  The event will be held from 9 – 3 in the Domenici Center on the first and third floors.  The event will provide residents and fellows with access to over ninety New Mexico health care employers.
