The template was distributed as information so program will know of expectations. 
Certificate of Completion Request and Procedure

Programs were asked to submit their request for certificates of completion of training to the Office of GME by 1 May 2009.  Certificates will be printed and sent to the departments for signatures of the program director and chair.  Certificates should be returned to GME for the signatures of the Dean and the Associate Dean of GME.  Certificates should be held by the Office of Graduate Medical Education until residents have completed the check out process and coordinators have granted permission for releasing the certificates. 
NRMP Transfer Files to NI

SOM CIR Negotiations

UNM SOM and CIR negotiations began on 2 April 2009.  All proposals have not been presented at this time.  More meetings are scheduled through 7 May 2009.  Requests have been for salary increases and miscellaneous benefits.  The contract database cannot be completed until salaries are determined.   As soon as the negotiations are finalized the information will be distributed to all programs.  
Contract Requests

Coordinators were provided with options for entering the data for contract requests.  The name, banner ID, social security number and levels will migrate into the CR database as in prior years.  Options are: 1) Open database now and enter the rotation dates for funding sources but save the information and not print the contract requests until salary information is loaded; or  2) Wait until after 5/10/09 with five days to complete contracts.  Coordinators choose option one.  The contract request database will open during the last week of April 2009. 
Duty Hour Compliance

GME has been providing programs with weekly reminders for non compliance of entering duty hours and alleged violations.  The process has been in place since February 2009.  Programs who have not entered duty hours or who have violations will have the data forwarded to the GMEC for action.  The GMEC will require a response from all departments not in compliance effective 1 May 2009.  Programs were reminded of the serious nature of ACGME duty hour violations.  Additionally, the programs were reminded of the institutional citation on duty hours at the time of the last institutional inspection.  If the institution goes on probation for the action on one program the entire institution and all ACGME program will go on probation.  Recruitment of qualified candidates for residency will be exceptionally difficult with the institution and its programs on probation.  All programs must comply.  
NM Training Lisc Renewals – Process Opens Soon 

New Mexico Board of Medicine will provide information on the renewal process for residents to renew training licenses in the near future.  Information is not available to determine if the process will be electronic or paper copy.  The State has utilized both processes in the past.  Log in IDs and passwords will be distributed to the Office of GME.  GME will forward instructions and required information to programs as soon as it is available.
