The minutes of the Program Review Committee from 6 April 2009 was distributed, reviewed, and discussed.
Action:

The committee accepted the minutes as presented to the committee. 

Internal Reviews

Internal reviews were performed in the following programs:

Dental internal review of the ADA program was performed on 14 April 2009.  The program is on a seven year cycle.  The program has been fortunate to be able to expand the number of trainees.  Goals and objectives have been developed for rotations and linked to the program expectation of competency in its mission statement.  Goals and objectives are distributed annually to residents and faculty members.  The program utilizes institutional policies on selection, evaluation, discipline, grievance, and dismissal.  Duty hours are tracked utilizing New Innovations.  Evaluations are performed utilizing New Innovations on a regular and consistent basis.  The program uses 360 degree evaluations.  A letter of competency is placed in the trainees file at the end of training.  Procedure are tracked in New Innovations and regularly reviewed by faculty.  Didactic include weekly evidence based conferences.  Dental residents participate in quality assurance activities.  Faculty participates in scholarship and residents have the opportunity to engage in their research and scholarship projects.  Program resources are marginally adequate.  The program does not have a dedicated medical residency coordinator.  The program has someone with the title but she performs other functions for the program.  The issue has been forwarded to the Dean of the SOM.  
Action:

The Office of GME will contact the Dean of the SOM Office to provide support for additional staffing in the program.  The PRC requested a follow up on staffing in six months.  

Family Medicine Las Cruces internal review was conducted on 29 May 2009.  Program administration is in the process of changing.  The new program director will be one of the prior graduates of the program.  The program received a two year cycle with numerous citations.  
Action:

The PRC accepted the report and it will be forwarded to the GMEC for the program at Memorial Hospital of Las Cruces.  UNM has no authority over the stand alone program.  No follow up on action is required. 
Follow Up On Internal Reviews
Follow up on recommendations were conducted in the following programs:
-Dermatology provided the committee with follow up on recommendations.  Goals and objectives have been updated and linked to the ACGME general competencies.  Evaluations are being performed in New Innovations on a consistent basis.  The program submitted the matrix of the multiple methods they are utilizing to address the ACGME competencies.  An example of portfolio development was submitted to the committee for review.  
Action:

The PRC accepted the follow up on recommendations.
-Endocrinology responded to the recommendations at the time of the internal review.  A coordinator has been hired for the program.  A site director has been appointed at the VAMC.  Evaluations are being performed in New Innovations.  Faculty evaluations are also being performed in New Innovations.  An ultrasound machine has been secured to performed procedures in thyroid disease.  The fellows are participating in quality assurance activities.  Trainee education has improved in several other areas.  Guidelines for promotion to the next level of training have been formalized.  
Action:

The PRC accepted the follow up on recommendations.  

-Geriatric Psychiatry submitted a follow up on all recommendations.  Goals and objectives are loaded into New Innovations for distribution.  Fellows are provided with financial support to attend national meeting if they are presenters.  The program may utilize in service examinations developed by Cornell University.  Scholarship for the program (faculty and fellows) has been updated to provide information on the current accreditation cycle.  Morbidity and Mortality conferences have been developed for the program.  The fellows participate in quality assurance activities of the Psychiatry program.  
Action:

The PRC accepted the follow up on recommendations.  
Follow up on recommendations are pending from the following programs: Orthopaedic Trauma 4/09, Blood Banking 4/09, Pulmonary Critical Care 5/09, Rheumatology 5/09, Child Neurology 7/09, and Emergency Medicine 10/09.
Action:

The Office of GME will remind the following programs of the past due follow up on recommendations and of those due at future dates. 
ACGME Letters of Accreditation

-Emergency Medicine annual report letter dated 17 April 2009 requested a progress report in October 2009.  The annual report did not provide documentation that three faculty members were ABEM or AOBEM certified.  The faculty mentioned does hold current certifications.  
Action:

The PRC did not request additional information from the program. 
-Pediatric Emergency Medicine received accreditation for a cycle of three years on 17 April 2009 with two citations.  The program is newly accredited.  Citations were responsibility of the program director to prepare an accurate and complete program information form.  The program information form states three months of adult emergency medicine is required for trainees in the program.  RRC requirements state four months is required.  
Action:

The PRC requested a progress report on the citation in three months (8/09). 
-Surgery received notification of continued accreditation for three years on 6 April 2009.  Citations were because of turn over in the position of program director in the past few years.  Faculty must participate in didactic sessions.  Resident evaluations must be performed in a timely manner.  Service vs. Education was problematic on all rotations.  The program provided the PRC with action plan for each of the citations.  
Action:

The PRC accepted the accreditation letter and the programs action plan to address citations.  

The institution received electronic communication of initial notification of accreditation status in the following programs:
-Pain Management received notification on 21 May 2009 the program had received continued accreditation for a one year period.  
-Pediatric Anesthesiology received notification on 21 May 2009 the program had received continued accreditation for a one year period.  
-Cardiovascular Disease received notification on 21 May 2009 the program had received continued accreditation for a three year period.  
-Geriatric Medicine received notification on 21 May 2009 the program had received continued accreditation for a three year period.
-Hematology/Oncology received notification on 21 May 2009 the program had received continued accreditation for a five year period.  
-Infectious Disease received notification on 21 May 2009 the program had received continued accreditation for a five year period.  
Action:

The committee accepted the notifications without need for action until such time as the letters can be reviewed in detail.  
Correspondence to ACGME – Resident Complement Change Request
The following programs provided correspondence to their RRC’s and/or requested in increase in the resident component: 

-Family Medicine notified the RRC on 20 April 2009 of the relocation of the South East Heights Clinic.   The new facility will provide modern facilities and met RRC requirements.  
-Surgery requested a temporary increase in the number of trainees by 1 FTE to accommodate a resident who had taken a year for research and scholarship activities.  
-Vascular & Interventional Radiology requested temporary permission to increase the size of the fellowship by 1 FTE to accommodate two internal candidates for academic year 2010-11.  
Actions:
The committee supported the above requests by the programs as appropriate. 
Correspondence from ACGME

-Thoracic Surgery received notification from the RRC on 16 May 2009 of the additional of Denver Children’s Hospital as a major participating institution.
