Minutes 6/01/09

The minutes of the Program Review Committee from 1 June 2009 was distributed, reviewed, and discussed.
Action:

The PRC accepted the minutes as presented to the committee. 

Internal Reviews

Post-ACGME-Accreditation Internal Reviews were performed in the following programs due to short accreditation cycles:
- Pain Management post internal review was performed on 22 July 2009.  The program received notice from the ACGME of an accreditation cycle of one year.  Representative of the Office of GME and the Department of Anesthesiology meet to discuss the future of the program.  The faculty and experience opportunities are currently stronger at the VAMC than the University side.  However, the program dropped the VAMC as a training site during the last accreditation cycle.  The institution and the program have serious concerns about the future of the program and its ability to adequately address RRC citations.  The program has two trainees who are scheduled to begin training in September 2009.  The program will communicate with the trainees.  A response is required from the program by 3 August 2009 to the institution regarding the plan to continue the program or apply for Administrative Withdrawal status.  
Action:

The Office of GME will follow up with the Pain Management program on their decision to continue the program with noted improvement or petition the RRC for Administrative Withdrawal.  If the program chooses to continue it should develop a Task Force which meets on a consistent and regular basis.  The Task Force will work to redesign the program.  The Task Force should include James Harding, MD as chairman, faculty from neurology and psychiatry, and the DIO. 
- Pediatric Anesthesiology post internal review was performed on 22 July 2009.  The program provided a written response and timeline for addressing each citation.  The program has developed written goals and objectives which are linked to the ACGME competencies.  A new curriculum has been developed consistent with the length of time for the training program.  A journal club had been developed for the fellowship.  The program letter containing the five elements required by the RRC has been developed for Denver Children Hospital.  The Program Director has obtained a Seek Grant which should provide additional opportunities for the fellows to participate in scholarship and research. 
Action:

The committee accepted the post internal reviews as presented.  . 
Follow Up on Internal Reviews

The following program provided the committee with a response to the recommendations made at the time of the most recent internal review: 

Child Neurology provided the committee with an update on recommendations made at the time of the last internal review.  Goals and objectives are being updated and linked to the ACGME general competencies.  Goals and objectives will be distributed in New Innovations. An additional faculty position has been posted.  The one that was posted at the time of the internal review appears to be nearing a close in the selection process. 
Action:  
The committee requests another progress report in 6 months on the same issues as they are not resolved at this time.

-Hematology/Oncology was requested at the time of the most recent internal review to develop a policy on graduated levels of responsibility.  The program presented a copy of the policy to the committee for review.  
Action:

The GMEC accepted the follow up on recommendations.  
Follow up on recommendations are pending in the following programs: Orthopaedic Trauma 4/09, Blood Banking 4/09, Pulmonary CC 5/09, Rheumatology 5/09, Emergency Medicine 10/09, and Dental 12/09.
ACGME Letters of Accreditation
ACGME letters of accreditation were reviewed for the following programs:
-Cardiovascular Disease received continued accreditation for a period of three years with one citation.  The one citation was a prior citation on scholarship.  
-Geriatric Medicine received continued accreditation for a period of three years with no citations.  However, due to the significant number of citation during the previous accreditation cycle the program received a shorter accreditation cycle than would have normally been given. 
-Hematology/Oncology received continued accreditation for a period of five years with four citations.  Citations are in the areas of internal review panel, quality assurance improvement for faculty members, specific program content in principles of laboratory and clinical testing, and instruction in genetic and development biology.
-Infectious Disease received continued accreditation for a period of five years with two citations.  Citations were in performance improvement process and grievance procedure. 
-Pediatric Anesthesiology received continued accreditation for a period of one year with five citations.  They are: competency based goals and objectives for PICU and NICU rotations, inadequate journal club, program letter with Denver Children’s Hospital, inadequate participation in scholarly activities, and faculty academic productivity. 
-Pain Management received continued accreditation for a period of one year with six citations.  Citations include inadequate prepared program information form, certification of faculty, scholarship, space, and evaluation of the program by faculty.  
Action:

The committee accepted the letters of accreditation.  Follow up reports are provided in these minutes.  Betty Chang, MD was commended upon her work with the fellowships in Internal Medicine and the difference it has made in their accreditation status. 
Initial electronic notification was provided from the RRC for Cardiothoracic Surgery for Proposed Expedited Withdrawal.  The action is based on inadequate surgical volume to support two residents, contemporary surgical volume, and a lack of institutional support.  An action plan from Cardiothoracic Surgery dated 20 July 2009 was provided to the committee.  Representative of the program met with institutional officials.  The program does not plan to accept the withdrawal recommendation.  The program will grieve or appeal the RRC decision.  
Action Plan on ACGME Citations
Action plans to recent ACGME letters of accreditation were submitted from the following programs:
-Pediatric Anesthesiology submitted a more detailed action plan than presented to the post internal review committee.  The details are discussed in the section above on the post internal review.  
-Cardiovascular Disease submitted an action plan for the programs citation on scholarship.  The program has made significant progress in increasing faculty scholarship as well as that of the trainees.  In the Spring 2008 45% of the graduates met the criteria.  One year later 83% of the fellows met the standard.  
-Hematology/Oncology submitted an action plan to address each citation.  The program will ensure the appropriate personnel are interviewed at the time of the next internal review.  The program will work to develop medical education related to the ACGME core competencies.  Lectures will be developed in laboratory and clinical testing and quality assurance.  Molecular genetics, prenatal diagnosis, and cytogenetic will be added to the didactic curriculum.  
-Infectious Disease provided a response to the citations.  Infectious disease has integrated epidemiology into the program at all levels.  Goals include antibiotic usage, education and outcomes.  A procedure for an adverse evaluation has been developed and include in the fellowship manual.  
Action:

The committee accepted the action plans from the above mentioned programs.  
Family Medicine removal from Touro Educational Consortium

The University of New Mexico has been removed from the Touro Medical Educational Consortium.  The action was the result of the family medicine program not having a program director for the Osteopathic program who met the program requirements.  The institution is still eligible train Osteopathic residents through the ACGME programs. 
Communications from ACGME
The following actions were reviewed by the committee:
-Anesthesiology received approval of the request for a permanent increase to 24 FTE.
-Family Medicine received acknowledgement and approval of the relocation of the South East Heights Clinic. 
-Molecular Genetic Pathology received approval of a permanent increase to 2 FTE. 
-Neurological Surgery received notice and verification of 6 FTE for the program. 
Pending Internal Reviews
Internal reviews have been scheduled for the following programs:  Anesthesiology 9/24/09 at 10 AM, Family Medicine Santa Fe 9/30/09 at 9 AM, and Addiction Psychiatry is being arranged. 
ACGME Site Inspections
ACGME site inspections have been scheduled for the following programs: Institutional 8/26/09, Ob/Gyn 10/13/09, Family Medicine 10/14/09, Family Medicine Sports 10/15/09, Child Neurology 10/20/09, Child & Adolescent Psychiatry 10/21/09, Vascular & Interventional Radiology 10/22/08, and Pediatrics 12/08/09.
Action:

The committee requested a representative of the committee met with the Program Director for Vascular and Interventional Radiology because it is the Program Directors first ACGME accreditation.
