Minutes 5/05/09

The minutes of the Resident Council meeting from 5 May 2009 were distributed, reviewed, and discussed.  The committee considered methods to improve attendance.  Members noted it would be helpful to receive a text page the day of the meeting in addition to the electronic communication from the Office of GME.  
Action:

The Council accepted the minutes as presented to the committee. GME will find a coordinator to provide text message serves to the residents to remind them of meetings.  
Committee Reports
The Council heard reports from the following committees:
-Graduate Medical Education Committee meeting was held on 12 May 2009.  The committee reviewed departmental action plans for duty hour compliance.  The first program at the institution was placed on institutional probation for non compliance of entering duty hours.  The action plan to address each of the ACGME institutional citations was reviewed and action was taken by the committee.  Common citations for the institution were reviewed.  Random duty hour audits were performed in the Departments of Medicine, Gastroenterology, Psychiatry, Hematopathology, Pediatrics, and Family Medicine Santa Fe.  ACGME resident surveys were reviewed and some programs were asked for action plans to address areas of concern.  
-Committee of Interns and Residents negotiations with UNM SOM continues.  The two parties are meeting weekly to come to resolution on a contract.   
-Labor Management meeting was held on 8 May 2009.  Security and parking were an issued in the Lomas Parking Structure.  A resident had her automobile vandalized during the day hours.  The resident has since file the first CIR Grievance.  UH has agreed to provide increased security in the Lomas Parking Structure.  An exact date is being negotiated.  Residents who were present at the Resident Council noted the Lomas Parking Structure needed better signage.  
-Medical Executive Committee meeting was held on 20 May 2009.  The MEC discussed the pending ACGME institutional site inspection and the impact of duty hour compliance on the institution.  Duty hour affects on patient safety were also discussed in detail.  
-Medication Safety Committee meeting was held on 11 May 2009.  The representative from the council was unable to attend the meeting because she was on maternity leave.  Dr. Gessel asked committee members to inform her of any issues residents have on medication safety for her to forward to the committee.  
-Committee on Excellence meeting was held on 28 May 2009.  The resident representative was unable to attend.  COE has been extremely interested in resident participation.  
-Nursing Practice Council representative was unable to attend the meeting because of an off campus rotation.  
Institutional Accreditation 8/26/09 – Resident Representation 

The Resident Council was placed in charge of peer selected individuals from each department to be interviewed by the ACGME site inspector.  The inspector has requested to speak with two resident council representatives, five residents from internal medicine, and a peer selected individual from other departments.  Dr. Gessel and Southard were selected by the council as the resident council representatives.  
Action:

Resident Council representatives with work with the various departments to engage peer selected individuals to represent their specialty during the ACGME institutional site inspection. 
Duty Hour Compliance 

David Sklar, MD emphasized to the group the importance of duty hour compliance for the institution and accreditation.  Residents were asked to provide information on any violations as soon as possible.  Weekly monitoring through New Innovations continues.  Programs in violation are required to submit action plans to the GMEC.  Residents were asked to provide information to the institution to resolve any issues or problem areas for compliance.   The Department of Medicine is piloting a new system to track duty hours where duty hours are text messaged to the program and recorded.  The program is expensive, but maybe considered for the institution as a whole if it proves to work well in the Department of Internal Medicine.   Duty hour protocols have been posted in work areas in Emergency Medicine and Pediatrics.

Paul Kaloostian, MD volunteered to sit at the Resident Council table at the Intern Orientation Fair on 25 June 2009 from 11:30 – 1.  Other council members were asked to join him.  The Office of GME will provide gift certificates to be given away in a drawing.
