Minutes 5/06/08
The minutes of the Resident Council from 6 May 2008 were distributed, reviewed, and discussed by the committee.  

Action:

The committee accepted the Resident Council minutes from 6 May 2008 as presented to the committee. 

Committee Reports
The council heard reports from the following committees:

-Graduate Medical Education Committee met on 10 June 2008.  The committee discussed the results of the institutional ACGME site inspection.  New Program Directors were appointed in Neurology and Pathology.  Random duty hour audits were conducted in Neurology, Pathology, Neurosurgery, and Infectious Disease.  The duty hour violations in the Department of Internal Medicine appear to have been resolved but the institution continues to monitor to ensure compliance.  A GME Retreat on practice based learning and improvements and systems based practice was discussed as an option for January 2009. 
-Medical Executive Committee meeting was held on 18 June 2008.  The MEC made faculty appointments and reappointments, discussed medical reconciliation and discharge planning, discussed the physician order entry system that will be added to the UH System, and the back fill planning.  Residents stated they would like to participate in the back fill committee.  

Action:

The Back Fill Committee will be notified that Resident Physicians would like to participate in the planning process. 

-Medication Safety Committee representatives from the Resident Council were unable to attend the last meeting. 
-Committee on Excellence was not attended by any council members who were present.  Jennifer Stafford, MD of Radiology would like to participate in the COE.  Her name will be submitted.  
-Committee of Interns and Residents meeting between UNM SOM leadership and the CIR was held on 6 June 2008.  The committee discussed the resident salary increase, health insurance monthly payroll increase in the shared cost of the plan, recruitment of new membership, and planning a possible debate between Udall and Pierce on Health Care.  Approximately half of the new interns enrolled as members of the CIR.  The current membership rate is approximately sixty percent of the residents.  
Intern Orientation Booth 

The Resident Council booth at the Intern Orientation Information Fair was visited often by the 128 interns who attended orientation.  The Resident Council offer welcomes gifts to participants who enter a drawing.  The Council awarded $50 UNM Book Store certificates to Erika Garcia, MD and Allisa Rivara, MD.  Bretta Olson, MD and Ann Winegardner, MD won $10 gift certificates to Sub Way.  Forty four others won $5 gift certificates to Keva Juice.  
Resident Physician Appreciation Day

August 7th has been established as Resident Appreciation Day by Bernalillo County Commissioner and the Committee of Interns and Residents.  A barbeque will be held on the court yard at University Hospital.  The Resident Council is considering being a co-sponsor of the event.  

Membership Review and New Member Recruitment Drive 
An updated resident membership list was distributed.  Residents who graduated in June had been removed from the list in order to determine which Departments needed to provide new membership.  Surgery members have not been able to attend regularly in the past year.  The Department of Surgery will be asked to provide the Council with peer selected representatives.  
Action:

The Department of Surgery will be asked to ensure Resident Council Representatives are available to attend the meeting or provide additional representation. 

Medication reconciliation – David Gonzales, MD
David Gonzales, MD was not able to attend the meeting due to the meeting being rescheduled.  Members discussed not being able to devote adequate time to the resident council agenda because of repeated medical reconciliation reports.  The council members emphasized the importance of the topic but felt resources were needed in clinics and on the floors instead of at the resident council.  It was suggested that the information might be more appropriate to be presented to each department rather than the council.  The committee decided Dr. Gonzales would always be welcomed but should limit his discussion of medical reconciliation to five minutes per meeting.

-Patient Safety Committee will meet with UH Administration to follow up on action items from the January 2008 retreat on 15 July 2008.
-Prescription Writing mandatory educational course is being required of all trainees by the New Mexico Medical Board and the Institution.  A recent investigation revealed a dozen residents had been persuaded to write a prescription for a faculty member.  Most of the prescription did not contain documentation to the medical record nor examination of the faculty member.  
-Magnet Status of Nursing discussed third year medical student not being provided with adequate training in sterile procedures.  Additional training and instruction will be provided to medical students and other interested parties.
