Minutes 7/07/09

The minutes of the Resident Council meeting from 7 July 2009 was distributed, reviewed, and discussed. 
Action:

The Resident Council minutes were accepted as presented to the committee. 

Committee Reports
Committee members provided reports from the following committees:
-Graduate Medical Education Committee meeting was held on 14 July 2009.  The GMEC reviewed action plans to ACGME Resident surveys in Family Medicine Roswell, Family Medicine Santa Fe, Internal Medicine, Hematology/Oncology, and Infectious Disease. Duty hour follow up from Orthopaedic Sports Medicine and Internal Medicine were reviewed.  Random duty hours from five programs were reviewed.  Institutional accreditation issues and follow up on common citations from the institution were reviewed.  Annual reports from programs and board score performance were reviewed by the committee.  
-Labor Management meeting was held on 17 July 2009.  The council discussed the improvements in security and parking in the Lomas Parking structure.  The VAMC parking for residents has improved.  The council requested information on Bicycle safety tips be developed for residents and distributed.  The committee was concerned about the process for implementation of the reimbursement for USMLE Step III.  Each program coordinator will be responsible for processing the USMLE Step III reimbursement upon providing the coordinator with documentation they have attempted the examination.  GME pays the cost of the examination. 
-Medical Executive Committee meeting was held on 15 July 2009.  The committee discussed faculty credentialing issues.  The financial status of the University Hospitals was discussed.  The hospital is in good financial health.  New clinics are on schedule for completion of construction in Rio Rancho.  
-Medication Safety Committee was held on 20 July 2009.  The committee heard a report on the epilepsy unit.  Residents are encouraged to document PSN’s.  Resident who was present at the Resident Council reported the PSN process to be lengthily.  Event categories are important and should be reported.  Residents were reminded the program was a national program and changes were nationally driven. 
-Committee on Excellence meeting was held on 22 July 2009.  The committee has established a goal for itself to be more interactive and less reporting from committees.  The committee would like to be more patient safety focused in the future.  The institution will train residents as super users for the new electronic medical records system.  Residents in the Department of Pathology have been trained and will serve to help other residents.  Trainings will begin 1 September 2009 and the go live date will be 25 October 2009.
-Nursing Practice Council reported no new issues involving residents.  Residents PPE has improved.  Gloving and gowning procedures have greatly improved to be in compliance with institutional standards.  The committee discussed specimen labeling requirements.  
Resident Participation in Committees

Residents volunteered and were approved by their peers to serve on the committee listed above in committee reports.  Residents were reminded of their responsibility to serve on committees in a consistent manner. 
Role of Residents Officers as Ombudsperson

Resident Council chairpersons were reminded of their responsibility to serve as Resident Ombudspersons to any residents who might be experiencing issues and are not sure what action they should pursue.   Also, the institutional has two faculty members who serve as Ombudspersons.  
Resident Participation in Press Ganey Survey

Residents have been asked to participate in the Press Ganey Survey by University Hospital.  Members can obtain additional information through the GroupWise list serve to the HSC under the subject Culture of Safety Survey.  The e-mail was distributed 24 July 2009. 
ACGME Institutional Accreditation 8/26/09

The Resident Council members were reminded of the ACGME institutional site inspection which will occur on 26 August 2009.  Residents will be interviewed from 11 to 1 in the Domenici Center 3010.  Residents who represent the resident council as other peer selected residents were asked to provide the site inspector with honest responses.  
Members were asked if there were any issues the institution needed to address.  Ob/Gyn has asked to have their callroom in the BBRP to be located to the same floor as their service.  They currently provide service on the 4th floor and they have callroom on the floor below near the stairwell.  No callrooms were designed on the 4th Floor.  The Hospital is attempting to locate some space on the 4th floor of the BBRP which could be used as a callroom room.  A member of the committee had located a space on the 4th floor which might potentially work.  However, the space was not designed as an office or space for a work area.  The space would have to be approved by the Department of Health in order to be converted to a callroom.  
Election of Officers
Resident Council officer elections were held for academic year 2009-10. Round Table

-Patient Safety Task Force will meet in the next quarter to determine the status of previous issues and determine if any new issues need to be addressed.  Resident members will need to volunteer to staff the committee. 

-Callroom refrigerators have not been installed in all areas.  There was a disconnect between the CIR and the residents needs.  UNMH will be installing refrigerators in the remaining callroom within the next few weeks.  Food will be placed in those refrigerators shortly thereafter.  
-A new faculty member has been hired in the Department of Surgery with experience in rectal/anal cancer.  The position should be able to help with teaching in the area of frozen sections.
