Minutes 12/02/08

The minutes of the Resident Council meeting from 2 December 2008 were distributed, reviewed, and discussed.  
Action:

The committee accepted the minutes as presented to the committee.  

Old Business
The Committee received updated information on action items from prior Resident Council meetings:
-Parking & Security at the VAMC issues were presented to the VA Chief of Staff by David Sklar, MD in a meeting on 19 December 2008.  The VA agreed to allocate two parking spaces per service for trainees who takes call from home at the VAMC.  The allocation would include up to forty parking permits.  The VA is in the process of ordering the plaques which will be distributed to residents by each service.  Additionally, residents who come into the facility at a later time have had difficulty finding parking on the VA property and have parked in City of Albuquerque parking.  Additional Resident Parking permits will be provided in green, red, and yellow parking areas at the VAMC.  The Psychiatry residents who are on call from home will be required to report to the facility less often or not at all in the future because of  additional staffing on the Psychiatry Service.  If the Psychiatry Resident who is on call from home is required to report for service at the VAMC they can park in the VA Credit Union parking which is next to the Psychiatric Service Building.  Food service had been an issue on some services at the VA.  Residents are able to obtain the code to have access to food through the Lead Nurse on their service. 
-A letter requesting Food Service in the BBRP has been developed and submitted to the Office of GME.  A copy of that request was included in the presentation materials for the meeting.  Residents who are on call at night and post call on service in the UNMH would like access to UH food at that facility.  As noted at the last Resident Council meeting residents who are on call in the facility cannot be away from service for the twenty to thirty minutes that is required to make the round trip to the UH Cafeteria.  
Action:

Ben Hoffman, MD will work with University Hospital to attempt to obtain food service for residents who are on call and post call in the BBRP.  Dr. Hoffman has arranged a meeting with UH Administration to present the request.  
Committee Reports
The committee heard reports from the following committees:
-Graduate Medical Education Committee meeting was held on 9 December 2008.  The institutional citations in common were reviewed.  Responsibilities of the Program Director and patient care experiences are the most common citations for the institution.   The results of the resident time and motion survey were discussed.  The GMEC supported additional research in the area of resident time and motion studies.  The Patient Safety Task Force provided the committee with a follow-up on recommendations on Code Purple and social workers.  The annual GME resident satisfaction survey was distributed based on results for each department.  The Institution of Medicine recommendations on duty hours to the ACGME was distributed and discussed in detail.  Duty hour audits were performed in Internal Medicine, Emergency Medicine, Pulmonary Critical Care, Hematology/Oncology, Nephrology, and Neurological Surgery.  
-Medical Executive Committee meeting was held on 17 December 2008.  The faculty hiring and contract work flow matrix was discussed.  The up coming Joint Commission inspection will be in the next few months.  The committee wanted to insure the institution was prepared.  
-Medication Safety meeting did not meet in December 2008.
-Committee of Excellence meeting was held on 18 December 2008. The committee focused on the new Physician Order Entry system.  The institution wants to get more departments involved in providing feedback on the new system.  
-Nursing Practice Council continues to work to improved education of medical students and residents in controlling infections through the use of proper hand hygiene. The institution does not have complete compliance with medical students and residents practicing appropriate infection control.  The institution will continue to provide instruction in proper hand hygiene, gloving, and protective garment procedures.   
HIV Testing Policy 
Susan Kellie, MD and Elaine Bradshaw, MD provided the committee with the information on the new UNM HSC policy on HIV testing and reporting.  The policy is based on recommendations from the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention and based on the State of New Mexico law.  The policy requires informed consent for HIV testing.  Exceptions to the policy are noted in the policy which was distributed to committee members.  In addition to informed consent forms which are on file on each floor or service a note needs to be made to the patients chart or medical records.  Patients who have positive results must be communicated with in a personal manner.  It is recommended that counseling occur in a face to face manner.  Education materials on the subject are on each floor or service.  Both faculty members asked for feedback from residents on what resources they needed on the subject.  HIV Testing and Reporting procedures will be the topic at educational conferences in departments as well at Grand Rounds for the Department of Internal Medicine.  
Safety Committee (PPE issues) 

Kelly Devers, MD provided the committee with feedback from the Safety Committee.  The nurses are observing family members, medical students, residents, and attending physicians ignoring the PPE protocols on a regular basis.  They find it difficult to enforce the protocols and are asking for our help and support. 
CIR Pharmacy Voucher Fund 7 Community Projects Grant 

The Resident Council has linked the CIR Pharmacy Voucher form to the GME web site.  Electronic communications have gone out to all residents providing them with a copy of the form as well as the link to the UNM GME web site.  The Office of GME will attempt to link the form to all programs through New Innovations.  
ACGME Survey IOM Recommendations on Duty Hours 
The ACGME has requested feedback from faculty, program directors, and residents on the recent recommendations on duty hours by the Institute of Medicine.  Response to the survey should occur prior to 10 January 2009.  Residents were urged to participate and provide feedback on the new duty hour recommendations to the ACGME.
