Committee members were reminder of responsibilities associated with being members of the Resident Council.  

Committee Reports
Reports were heard from representatives serving on the following committees:
-The Graduate Medical Education Committee meeting was held on 8/12/08.  The GMEC is supporting the use of OSCE for interns as a method of evaluating competency.  The program is being utilized at other institutions.  Several programs such as emergency medicine, internal medicine, family medicine, and surgery are utilizing OSCE’s.  Others such as pediatrics and ob/gyn are considering doing so.  Prescription writing training participation results was reviewed.  Approximately 97% of the trainees completed the required training.  Suggestions were made for those residents who did not comply.  Random duty hour audits were performed.  Plans are being made for a GME Retreat on System Based Practice and Practice Based Learning.  
-Medical Executive Committee was held on 8/21/08.  The committee focused on faculty credential matters.  Issues concerning trainees were not part of the monthly meeting agenda for August 2008. 
-Medication Safety representative was not present to make a report to the committee. 
-Committee on Excellence continues to have good resident participation.  The reporting systems for UH are working well.  Medication reconciliation continues to improve.  
-UNM/CIR Labor Management meeting was held on 8/29/08.  The committee discussed parking and security in the Lomas Structure, patent care funds, callrooms, and CIR political contributions through payroll deductions.  
-Nursing Practice Council representative was not present to make a report to the committee. 
United Way 

Marie St. Claire of the UNM SOM made a presentation to the Resident Council on participating in United Way.  University Hospital and the UNM HSC have combined as one entity for collecting funds and setting goals for United Way contributions.  The goal set for the combined organizations is $1M.  The SOM is seeking to obtain a larger number of participitants in contributing to United Way.  Program Coordinators will be assisting with resident participation and contribution in each department.  One hundred percent of the contribution made to United Way goes for non profit organizations.  Contributors can designate where they would like for their contributions to be contributed.  Residents, faculty, and staff will be getting pledge information on United Way in the near future.
