This instruction included safe bat removal so as not to cause suffering or added distress to the animal and to not endanger myself by possible exposure to animal bites or disease transmission.  Much of the information I received came from Wilson et al., 1997 (Wilson, D.E., F.R. Cole, J.D. Nichols, R. Rudran, and M.S. Foster, eds., 1997.  Measuring and monitoring biological diversity: standard methods for mammals.  Smithsonian Institution Press, Washington, D.C., 409 pp.) and Kunz, 1988 (Kunz, T.H. 1988. Ecological and behavioral methods for the study of bats.  Smithsonian Institution Press, Washington, D.C., 5ss pp).

It has also been recommended to me to receive pre-exposure prophylaxis to rabies in the form of three injections performed by Employee Occupational Health Services (EOHS) at the Family Practice Center of the School of Medicine at the University of New Mexico.  The vaccines are purchased from the New Mexico Department of Health, Department of Epidemiology in Santa Fe, NM.
