Lifecycle

PI requests the transfer of material or an outside request is made
for material by a collaborator

The receiving institution reviews the request to ensure alignment with
policies and compliance requirements
Provider and Recipient negotiate the terms of the MTA, to include
defining the scope of use, intellectual property rights, confidentiality,
and publication rights

Internal Approvals - MTA is reviewed by SPO (Legal if necessary)
and compliance teams as applicable (depending on material) by
both parties
Signatures - authorized representatives from both parties sign
the agreement, making it legally binding

Research Use - recipient uses the materials strictly according to the terms
outlined in the MTA
Monitoring - both parties monitor compliance with the agreement,
ensuring the materials are used appropriately and any reporting
requirements are met

Shipment - the provider ships the materials to the recipient
as per the terms
Receipt Confirmation - the recipient confirms the receipt of
materials and ensures they are in good condition

 Once the research project is completed, the recipient may
need to return any unused materials or destroy them as per
the MTA terms
Termination - the MTA can be terminated by mutual
agreement or if any terms are breached. 

Reporting - The recipient may need to provide final reports or
publication resulting from the use of the materials
Intellectual Property - any new inventions or discoveries made
using the materials are handled according the MTA terms
