This was a year of growth, a year of change, and a year of
loss, but most of all, a year in which the HSLIC team pulled
together to meet our mission: to advance health and health
equity as New Mexico’s only publicly accessible health
sciences library. June 30, 2024 also marked the end of our
FY22-24 Strategic Plan. We were thrilled to complete the
strategies we identified for each of our four goals: 1,
Champion inclusivity, equity, and accessibility; 2, Empower our
communities to engage with health information; 3, Advance Melissa L. Rethlefsen
scholarly impact; and 4, Prioritize a balanced, MSLS, AHIP
learning-focused workplace. | invite you to read more about Professor & Executive Director
HSLIC's accomplishments throughout this year in the

narratives below—it's truly impressive how much the team did

to meet our mission and goals.

One of our strategies was to promote HSLIC's own scholarly impact. To do that, we
hosted our first HSLIC Scholarship Day to showcase and highlight the terrific work of
our HSLIC faculty and staff. Led by Lisa Acuff, and joined by a team including Deborah
Rhue, Sally Bowler-Hill, Amy Weig-Pickering, Lori Sloane, and myself, we hosted over 50
guests who came to mingle, check out our team'’s posters and research, and generally
celebrate HSLIC's past two years of scholarship. We plan to repeat the success of this

event in 2025 and beyond.

Liz Kahane joined our team as our development officer in Fall 2022, and she’s already
helped make a big difference to HSLIC, including in this fiscal year. We started the year
with a major gift from an anonymous donor to enhance our virtual reality offerings and
build a data visualization wall on our 2nd floor. In addition, Liz worked with another
anonymous donor to establish our Patricia V. Bradley Native American Health Research

Award, which was fully endowed by the end of the FY23/24 fiscal year.




Our deep gratitude goes out to the founding donor, who matched all gifts to the fund, as

well as to the other donors who contributed. We look forward to offering the first award
next year. HSLIC also has wonderful donors on our team. For the second year in a row,
HSLIC was one of the top 5 units on campus in donations to the Big Give campaign. We
received an additional $2,500 for our Executive Director's Fund for Excellence through
this win. Thanks to all the HSLIC donors who made this happen!

The year also brought some great adventures for our team, including me. Danielle
Maurici-Pollock and | made the trip to Riga, Latvia, as part of the Baltic-American Dialogue
Program, in April 2024. Our colleagues from the Library of the Riga Stradins University,
Egija Grence and Monta Simona Zeltina, hosted us for two days of seminars on systematic
reviews and PRISMA-S (me) and first-generation students and research data management
(Danielle) that were open to the Riga Stradins University community, other health sciences
librarians, and researchers from across Latvia. We also had the opportunity to visit the
RSU Anatomy Museum (https://am.rsu.lv/en) and the National Library of Latvia
(https://Inb.lv/en/), and to take a walking tour of Old Riga. | was also able to attend the
World Conference on Research Integrity in Athens, Greece in June 2024, which was an
amazing opportunity to learn about efforts globally to improve the rigor and transparency
of research.

We were incredibly lucky to hire three wonderful new faculty this year: Leah Everitt and
Evelyn Wang joined our team in the Research, Education, and Clinical Services unit, and
Danielle Maurici-Pollock joined our team in Resources, Archives, and Discovery. Danielle
finished up her first few months with us by winning the Beta Phi Mu Award at the
American Library Association for her excellence in library education—congratulations,
Danielle! In addition to our faculty, we also were joined by Nicole Arsenault on our
Administration team, and Moses Moya was promoted to Division Head, Public Services.
Nicole and Moses are already making a huge difference at HSLIC, and we cannot be more

thrilled to have them in their new positions.




HSLIC faced an incredible loss with the death of Dr. Gale Hannigan on June 27, 2024. She had
resigned from her part-time appointment at a Research Professor at HSLIC in April 2024, but she
continued to advocate for HSLIC to her last days. She came to us as a long-time faculty member at
Texas A&M Libraries, working in the Medical Sciences Library. She had been a part of HSLIC since
her “retirement” from Texas A&M in 2011. She was named a Fellow of the Medical Library
Association in 2023, and over her career, she also won both the Lucretia W. McClure Excellence in
Education Award and Estelle Brodman Award for the Academic Health Sciences Librarian of the
Year—amongst many others—for her amazing work. Her honors only speak to part of her
excellence. She was a mentor and a role model for all of us, continuously improving her own skKills,
generously providing thoughtful ideas, and ensuring all were treated with kindness and grace. Her
legacy will live at HSLIC and in this region for many, many years to come.

Facilities was the centerpiece of
HSLIC’s Planning and Business
Support unit’s work in FY2024.

Facilities

Facilities work in FY2024 focused on
planning for and monitoring the
renovation of the public spaces on the
library’s entry level, the second floor. -
Throughout the fall, HSLIC’s Facilities -
and Unit Services Manager worked Progress photo of the circulation desk area on
with library staff to inventory furniture, the second floor

relocating pieces the library was

keeping to the upper floors

and coordinating to surplus the pieces the library no longer needed. In total, over 150
pieces of furniture were relocated or auctioned by the university as surplus property.
Moreover, some pieces of library furniture found new homes in other departments at the
Health Sciences Center.

UNM Facilities Management also completed renovation of the library’s elevators. The south
car was renovated during FY2023, and the north car was renovated in early 2024. The new
cars meet current code and accessibility standards. They feature stainless steel finishes on
the doors and interiors. They also are equipped with badge readers to access the first
floor and basement of the building, replacing the original, and outdated, key lock
mechanismes.

In addition, HSLIC purchased 2 brand-new MetroNap pods early in the fiscal year. These
reclining chairs feature headphones with soft music and nature sounds, gentle vibration, a
timer, and privacy visor. These chairs have been a popular addition to the wellness
equipment on the library’s third floor and were featured in the UNM Human Resources
Department’s newsletter.

Human Resources

HSLIC welcomed 3 new faculty hires, including a Research and Education Services
Librarian, a Research Data Specialist, and a Clinical and Education Librarian, and 1 new
staff hire, a Library Marketing and Support Coordinator. HSLIC’s Public Services Division
Head departed in February, and HSLIC’s Metadata Specialist successfully competed to fill
the position. In total, there were 5 faculty departures and 3 staff departures.




Planning and Business Support Unit Report

Communications

During FY2024, HSLIC concentrated on growing its social media followers on Instagram,
which it launched in FY2023. To date, HSLIC has 447 followers on Instagram and 290
followers on its X (formerly Twitter) account.

To ensure HSLIC has content for its social media accounts, the library’s Operations
Management Team implemented a new schedule for posts to its blog. The blog posts,
ranging from 2-5 per week, provide the majority of the content for social media accounts.
Reposting blog content on our social media helps insure all of the library’s activities and
resources are well-promoted.

Administration

HSLIC continued its Seed Funding Grant program with the new funding it received this
fiscal year. This year’s Seed Funding Grant recipients were Jonathan Eldredge (Cognitive
Biases as Interrupters in Evidence Based Practice Decision Making) and Abbie Olivas
(Improving Access to Special Collections Digital Resources).

FY2024 also marked the completion of HSLIC’s FY2022-FY2024 Strategic Plan. The plan
was developed in the summer 2021, and this document has served as a roadmap for
HSLIC’s new initiatives. Highlights can be found in the linked blog post below. In March
2024, HSLIC faculty and staff participated in a preliminary planning retreat for the next
iteration of the strategic plan, which will be enacted during FY2025.

Facilities projects will continue to be the focus of the Planning and Business Support Unit
in FY2025, as we continue to improve the experience of employees and users of the
library building.

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Public Services Unit Report

Public Services has undergone significant changes and transitions over the past year while
upholding its commitment to exceptional customer service and support for the Health
Sciences Center (HSC) community.

One of the most significant changes this year was the temporary relocation of the Public
Services desk to the third floor of HSLIC. This move was necessitated by the complete
demolition and remodel of the second floor, including the primary front desk area. The
relocation posed a complex challenge, requiring detailed planning and coordination to
ensure that all services and resources remained accessible to the HSC community during
the renovation.

The successful relocation of the service desk was a collaborative effort involving multiple
units within the library. The Facilities and Resources, Archives, and Discovery (RAD) units
played crucial roles in sourcing temporary furniture, identifying storage options, and
relocating the collections that were typically housed at the second-floor desk.
Additionally, the HSC IT department provided invaluable support by setting up laptops
and temporary workstations, ensuring that the third-floor desk space was fully equipped
to meet the needs of library users. The temporary setup on the third floor has allowed
Public Services to maintain uninterrupted service, demonstrating the division’s resilience
and commitment to its mission even amid significant physical and operational changes.

In addition to the physical move, Public Services also experienced several leadership
transitions that shaped the course of the year. The departure of Tim Mey, the Division
Head, marked the beginning of a period of transition within Public Services. Kristin Proctor
stepped in as the interim Division Head from February to May, ensuring that Public
Services continued to function smoothly during this interim period. Her leadership was
instrumental in maintaining stability and continuity as Public Services navigated the
challenges of the renovation.

Upon the Division Head’s departure, Amy Weig-Pickering was appointed as the sole
supervisor of the student employees in the Public Services unit. In May, we welcomed
Moses Moya as the new Division Head for Public Services. He previously served as HSLIC’s
Metadata Specialist, bringing with him a wealth of experience and a fresh perspective to
the role. Additionally, Arthur Maurici-Pollock stepped in as a temporary Library
Information Specialist 3, providing essential support and ensuring that Public Services
could maintain its high standard of customer service during this period of change.

Throughout the year, the Public Services Division has remained committed to fostering
student success and wellness. In July, Varina Kosovich assumed a leadership role as the
new chair of HSLIC’s Justice, Equity, and Inclusion (JEI) committee with Jonathan Seyfried
as Vice Chair. Varina’s leadership was further recognized in October when she was
promoted to the newly created position of Student Support Coordinator. In this role, she
took on additional responsibilities, including chairing the Student Wellness Committee.
Under her guidance, the Public Services Division has been actively involved in organizing
and supporting a range of student-centered events and initiatives. Notable events include
“Fuel for Finals” held in December and May, which provided students with much-needed
support and resources during exam periods. The Dia de Los Muertos ofrenda, a cultural
event that brought together students and staff to honor and remember loved ones, and
the June Pride display, which celebrated diversity and inclusion within the HSC
community. In line with its ongoing commitment to promoting wellness, Public Services
also expanded its wellness resources by adding two nap pods, offering students a space
to rest and recharge, particularly during intense study periods.

Public Services Unit Report

Public Services has also continued to enhance its resources to meet the evolving needs of
the HSC community, with a particular focus on emerging technologies that support
learning and innovation. These technological advancements have sparked interest from a
diverse range of programs, including those based on the UNM'’s central campus. In March,
Rob Dukes from the UNM Department of Mathematics and Statistics utilized the 3D
printer to create models for a classroom demonstration, highlighting the
cross-disciplinary applications of this technology. This was made possible by the notable
addition of the Ultimaker PVA Removal Station to Public Services’ technological
resources, facilitating the dissolution of PVA print supports in water. In response to
growing demand, the division also expanded its virtual reality (VR) offerings by adding
additional Meta Quest2 headsets. These new headsets enabled a fruitful partnership
between Public Services and instructors in occupational therapy and other colleges
within HSC. Together, they introduced occupational therapy students to VR applications
that not only enhance their learning experiences but also hold potential for future use in
patient care. The expanded VR offerings underscore Public Services commitment to
integrating innovative technology into its services, providing students with opportunities
to engage with innovative tools that can enhance their academic and professional
development.

The past year has been a period of significant change and growth for Public Services.
Despite the challenges posed by the physical relocation and leadership transitions, Public
Services has remained steadfast in its commitment to providing exceptional customer
service and support to the HSC community. Through collaborative efforts, innovative
technology offerings, and a strong focus on student success and wellness, Public Services
has not only maintained but enhanced its role as a vital resource for students, faculty, and
staff. Public Services looks forward to the completion of the second-floor renovation and
the opportunities it will bring.

Research, Education, and Clinical Information Services Unit Report

The past year saw significant shifts in RECIS faculty. In July 2023, the Student
Engagement Librarian, Kelleen Maluski, and the Research and Education Librarian, Alexis
Ellsworth-Kopkowski, left to explore new career paths. In March 2024, the Education and
Research Librarian, Lisa Acuff, departed for a library director position in Florida. A more
profound loss came in June with the passing of our outstanding Research Librarian, Dr.
Gale Hannigan, who had been a vital part of HSLIC since her retirement from Texas A&M,
leading the Bioinformatics Seminar Series and providing exceptional research support,
leadership, mentorship, and friendship. These personnel changes put an increased
workload on existing faculty, who admirably pitched in to continue to support and
collaborate with HSC education, research, and clinical enterprises. Amid these transitions,
there were also notable achievements. In October 2023, RECIS welcomed a new Research
and Education Librarian, Leah Everitt. For the fifth consecutive year, Jon Elderedge was
recognized as an Exemplary Teacher by the UNM School of Medicine for his work in the
Quantitative Medicine Block. The Clinical Librarian, Deborah Rhue, was awarded
membership in the Academy of Health Information Professionals (AHIP) at the
Distinguished level in January 2024.

RECIS librarians actively engage with students and faculty across various disciplines. The
Education and Research Librarian, Lisa Acuff, designed and built two Canvas modules for
the CON's DNP Evidence Informed Practice (EIP) curricula. The modules cover 4 weeks of
asynchronous content. Topics include question formulation and searching for evidence.
The modules were offered fall of 2023 for the first DNP cohort. The curricula were made
available with a Creative Commons license on the Open Science Framework.

The Research and Education Librarian, Leah Everitt, acting as a liaison to the College of
Pharmacy, taught essential searching skills to first- and third-year students and
collaborated with Executive Director, Melissa Rethlefsen, in courses such as the
Biomedical Sciences Graduate Program'’s Rigor and Reproducibility Journal Club. Everitt
also contributed to the Dataset Working Group, creating guidelines for integrating open
datasets and repositories into HSLIC's resources. Everitt supported researchers in refining
IACUC protocol search strategies through consultations, protocol review, educational
sessions and collaboration on revisions to the protocol submission form to clarify
documentation for animal alternatives searching. The Outreach and Community
Engagement Librarian, Deirdre Caparoso, strengthened partnerships with organizations
throughout New Mexico, including the New Mexico State Library. Notable collaborations
include a continued partnership with the Tribal Libraries Program, resulting in a field trip
to HSLIC in September 2023, and a grant for the creation of a statewide program funded
by an Network of the National Libraries of Medicine Region 4 grant entitled Connecting
Underserved Communities to Health Sciences Information Resources Via Public Libraries
to support rural libraries in providing health information to their communities.

She also led efforts to expand HSLIC’s reach in rural communities, including visits to
libraries and coordinated various outreach activities, such as the development of a
program with the state courier service bringing HSLIC designed material to diverse rural
communities. She has also continued to lead the Outreach Working Group as it works to
meet the needs of site visitors from the HSC DEI Office and other programs as well as
develop new and creative ways to enhance community interaction with HSLIC.

The Clinical Librarian, Deborah Rhue, played an integral role in education and outreach. In
fall 2023, she helped facilitate the Clinical Reasoning | course for first-year medical
students and led multiple workshops on topics like Zotero, Health Literacy, and CINAHL.
She also presented at various resident and faculty workshops, pediatric lectures, and
research clubs. Her efforts extended to participating in the “All of Us Research Program,”
where she conducted workshops and co-presented at UNM Tech Days to share insights on
using big data in health research. She also collaborated on a statewide presentation for a
National Library of Medicine exhibit focused on global health.

The Division’s two-year collaboration with the College of Population Health and the New
Mexico Department of Health on the Academic Health Department grant concluded in
May 2024. Three modules were created, delivered, archived, and posted for the NMDOH
on question formulation, searching and evaluation of information.

The Division Head, Ingrid Hendrix, chaired two search committees for a Clinical and
Education Librarian and an Education and Research Librarian concurrently. She expanded
her teaching on caring for patients with disabilities to more programs at HSC and began
work with the Physical Medicine and Rehabilitation Residency Program and the Governor’s
Commission on Disability to develop an 18 month curriculum for PM&R residents. To
address staffing issues, the systematic review service was temporarily paused. Due to the
dedication of faculty in the unit, there was minimal disruption to our other services, such
as teaching, clinical and research support and outreach.

The past year at HSLIC was marked by both challenges and triumphs. The RECIS division
continues to evolve, adapting to changes while maintaining a steadfast commitment to
education, research, and community engagement. As we move forward, we remain
focused on fostering collaboration, supporting our faculty, staff and students, and
expanding our impact throughout New Mexico.

Resources, Archives, and Discovery Unit Report

In FY24, the RAD unit at HSLIC achieved significant outcomes across multiple initiatives,
reflecting its ongoing commitment to innovation, resource stewardship, and the future of
academic and research environments. Notable achievements included advancements in Al
integration, contributions to open access, and collaborations on external projects aimed at
enhancing library services and academic support.

Special Projects & Activities

In FY24, Laura Hall led several Al initiatives at HSLIC, including establishing Al Crossroads,
a monthly program on Al topics for the HSC community. She facilitated 18 trainings on Al
in higher education, set up a ChatGPT-4 sandbox, and led a study evaluating ChatGPT’s
utility in an academic health sciences library. These efforts are part of integrating Al into
academic and research environments.

During FY24, Robyn Gleasner, Laura Hall, and Danielle Maurici-Pollock conducted an
environmental scan on library participation in Open Access (OA) initiatives. Common
themes included institutional repositories and transformative agreements, with challenges
in budgeting and planning. While the study did not produce a clear path forward, it
informed future decisions and sparked further research, including an OA publishing cost
analysis.

In October 2023, HSLIC conducted a Community Engagement Studio for the Native
Health Database as part of an NNLM outreach grant. Participants valued the database’s
access to grey literature but suggested improving navigation, transparency about
Indigenous stewardship, and clearer guidelines on how materials are selected. Based on
this feedback, HSLIC is enhancing access to Native health resources.

Laura Hall (Co-Pl) and Robyn Gleasner also participated in the Making Al Generative for
Higher Education study. In Spring 2024, the UNM research team interviewed 20 UNM
scholars and instructors about the impact of generative Al on teaching, learning, and
research. The findings will guide future Al strategies and policies at UNM. Project is part of
a broader research study and is coordinated by Ithaka S+R.

The Space Planning Project, led by Robyn Gleasner with Kaylee Nauer and Abbie Olivas,
began in January 2024 to assess HSLIC’s collection space needs by analyzing current
collections and growth trends. Completion is expected in FY25.

HSLIC hosted two HSC exhibits in FY24. The Suicide Awareness exhibit, curated by the
Suicide Awareness Committee and advised by Laura Hall, ran from September 2023 to
March 2024. In April, the All Things Art pop-up exhibit showcased HSC artists’ creative
work in a one-day event, with Laura Hall’'s assistance.

General Collection and Discovery Layer

Laura Hall and Robyn Gleasner continued refining HSLIC’s Collection Development Manual
to reflect changes in the publishing landscape. After gathering feedback, the manual was
approved in December 2023.

We continue to update our Docline holdings and procedures to improve resource-sharing
efficiency.

In January 2024, the RFP process for the library catalog system concluded, and UNM
awarded OCLC WMS a 5-year contract. We licensed OCLC License Manager and began
tailoring the system to manage collections, licenses, and collect usage statistics more
efficiently.

Special Collections

In August 2023, HSLIC approved a Special Collections Access Policy. A Collecting Policy
followed in January 2024, providing guidance on accepted materials.

The Improving Access to Special Collections Digital Resources project, led by Abbie Olivas
and funded by a HSLIC seed funding grant, added over 380 images to New Mexico Digital
Collections and 90 items to the UNM Digital Repository. A part-time Digital Resources
Assistant, Gnanitha Garikipati, helped transfer content to these platforms and create
relevant metadata. These new online resources were featured on social media and on the
redesigned Special Collections webpage.

Notable additions to the collection included accretions to the Maternity and Infant Care
records and the acquisition of the Kurt Nolte pathology slides collection. The Joseph
Scaletti papers were fully processed and work began on the George Omer papers,
accepted in FY23.

The Year in Review

MAKING A WOLD OF DIFFERENCE: STORIES ABOUT
GLOBAL HEALTH EXHIBIT

HSLIC hosted the National Library of Medicine’s traveling exhibit Making a World of Difference:
Stories About Global Health from June 3, 2024 - July 13, 2024. Located on the fourth floor of the
Library, this exhibit “examined stories of the people who are working on a wide range of
issues—from community health to conflict, disease to discrimination—to improve health in their
areas and beyond.” Along with information about pioneering community health centers, the exhibit
discussed the work of the Pan American Health Organization, vaccine research, and other global
health topics.

The exhibit was installed by the HSLIC Exhibit Committee (Abbie Olivas, Chair; Amy
Weig-Pickering, Deirdre Caparoso, and Deborah Rhue). The Committee also planned and executed
three corresponding educational programs, which were free and open to the public:

* Global Health Problems in New Mexico: Resources in HSLIC Special Collections, talk by
Abbie Olivas, HSLIC Archivist, and Deborah Rhue, HSLIC Clinical Services Librarian

*  From Cowpox to COVID-19: The Histories, Landscapes, and People Who Have Shaped Public
Health In New Mexico, talk by Juliana Anastasoff, UNM Taos Peer Health Advocate

* Closing reception and lecture, A World on the Move: Global Health Equity in the Context of
Migration, by Dr. Laura Nellums, UNM Health Sciences Center Professor of Global Health.

The exhibit was viewed by an estimated 145 people and 63 people - a mix of UNM Health Sciences
Center employees and students as well as community members - attended the educational
offerings. The exhibit and programs all received very positive feedback, and Dr. Nellums’ lecture at
the exhibit closing reception prompted a lively discussion among attendees about migrant health
and health care and migrant resiliency.

HSLIC is excited to host another National Library of Medicine traveling exhibit during the spring
semester next year.
