The first step is to contact Christy at the recovery center for a 90-minute therapy 
assessment. The initial evaluation covers a comprehensive substance abuse 
assessment, risk/need assessment and a brief assessment. Most clients are referred 
through drug courts, hospital or jails. They do accept self-referrals. They have two levels 
of outpatient programming depending on assessment. The outpatient programs are 
therapy sessions in a group setting, usually 24-36 individuals that meet three times per 
week. Clients are predominately male. They also offer individual therapy. The sessions 
are moving back to in-person but some are virtual.
