The College of  Populat ion Healt h 

developed t he cert if icate in part nership  
w it h t he Sustainab il it y  Stud ies Program.  

The program aims to develop a new  
generat ion of conservat ionists pursuing 
careers in agricult ure, natural resource 
conservat ion, environmental st ud ies 

and populat ion healt h sciences.

Students complet ing the cert if icate w ill 
acquire skil ls in gardening , food 
systems analysis and in making  sense 
of  t he l inkages between food, farming 
and healt h.

Field  t r ips and f ield  work both 
const itute key aspects of the program. In 
addit ion, students t raveling through the 
program as a cohort  w ill have extensive 
opportunit ies to learn from those in 
other f ields about  mult ip le perspect ives 
on food, farming and health.
